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Results of Riparian Surveys

In May Carp Lake Township sent out an opinion survey to all Paradise Lake/Carp Lake Township riparian owners. There were 3
parcels involved (several parties own more than one parcel). This survey was to gauge what the riparian owners weire thinking
regards to funding the cleanup of the lake and what method of treatment should be used.

The Township received back 193 replies. The breakdown is as follows:

104 voted to form an LIB
68 voted no to an LIB
67 voted to form a SAD
59 voted no to a SAD

These totals add up to more than the 193 surveys the township received back because a number of people checked yes and |
both options of the LIB and the SAD.

The choices for method of cleaning up the lake are as follows:

117 voted for a combination herbicide/biological treatment
59 voted for biological only
6 voted for herbicides only
3 voted no preference

As you can see an LIB with a combination herbicide/biological treatment is the preferred choice of the majority of surmegs re

With this information in hand, on June 16, 2010 the Carp Lake Township Board took a very progressive step and voted B
to form a Lake Improvement Board.

A critical next step will be selecting the riparian owner that will sit on the LIB. The Carp Lake Township Board wilt&lezlyo

the recommendation of the association that represents the majority of riparian owners and we believe there is no geestion (ba
the responses to the Carp Lake Township survey and your earlier letters to the Township requesting that they form tawe,IB) tha
the FOPL, represent that majority and will be submitting our recommendations in the weeks ahead.

Members of the FoPL attended the July 1, 2010 Hebron Township meeting and confirmed that they have no intention éfgarticipat
in ridding the portion of Paradise Lake that rests within their Township of EWM. They said that they had spoken withsseven r
dents of Hebron Township and of those seven only two wanted to do anything with the lake. They also said that indhefreopini
riparian owners could not afford to do anything.

The FoPL would be willing to sponsor an effort to formally petition the Hebron Township Board to change their standesy this v
important issue. Before we can do this, we need to hear from you (Hebron Township riparian owners) that there is eagugh inte
make this a worthwhile effort. We are requesting that if you are a Hebron Township riparian owner and want the Hebrgm Townsh
board to work with Carp Lake in the cleanup of Paradise Lake that you contact usaiba(feiendsofparadiselake @charter nby

TIMELY TOPICS

WHAT IS SWIMMER'S ITCH? & Justin Dragoo

Looking to figure out the facts versus the perceptions of what really makes your legs itch after being in the shallow
water around the docks? The technical name for swimmer's itch is Cercarial Dermatitis. Swimmer's itch is a patchy
red skin rash associated with itching on the parts of the body that have been in the water. Swimmer's itch is usu-
ally not severe but lots of itching involved. After the initial itching over a few days it will disappear without treat-
ment. The itching occurs within 48 hours and may last up to 7 days. Rarely, it can be severe if a large proportion
of the body is affected. The major, although not the only, cause of swimmer's itch are Trematode parasites of
aquatic/migrating birds. The life cycles of these parasites involve snails as the first host and aquatic birds or some
mammals as the final host.

The larval parasite called a "Cercaria” is released by aquatic or amphibious (moves both on land and water) snails
and causes dermatitis when it mistakenly penetrates a person's skin rather than its rightful host, usually a duck.
Swimmer's itch occurs in both freshwater and in the marine coastal environments.

Common conversation with folks is that it is caused by ducks or geese in freshwater. This is not correct. Swim-
mers itch is from contact with the larval form of the thimble jellyfish from snails. Jellyfish nematocysts remain ac-
tive for months, even if dried out. They can persist in clothing or swimsuits with recurrence of symptoms upon
wearing the same clothes over again.

Treatment options said to help include washing immediately in salt water, acetic acid (vinegar), methyl alcohol or
dilute (1: 10) household ammonia. Benadryl spray helps to reduce itch and pain, and may kill the nematocysts.

A new home remedy of preventative treatment that our family has been using the past two years is utilizing the
very popular hand sanitizer. We have placed a bottle of the hand sanitizer at the end of the dock and apply every
time we have completed enjoying the water. Since we have started this process, we limited our family ending up
with the red itchy spots.

What is the prevention?

Swimmer's itch is caused by many different factors. Since the disease is really a disease of aquatic birds, the
target should be to reduce the possibilities of the birds getting infected. Indirectly, it is important that the vegeta-
tion in the lake be kept to a minimum so that the snails do not have the ideal environment to grow.
