Paradise Lake Improvement Board Update

A lot has gone on these past few months. The Paradise Lake Improvement
Board (PLIB) 1s making slow progress, but a small number of people continue
to impede anything other than a purely biological solution. This needs to serve
as a call to action, for us all to remain informed and engaged to ensure that de-
cisions are not swayed based on the voice of a few.

The bad news is Savin’s weed study report came back with 750 acres of mil-
foil. Our weed study a year earlier was 497 acres and the Tip of the Mitt’s
weed study the year before that was less than 200 acres. Just about every acre
capable of sustaining weeds is now infested with EWM. See graph at the top of
page 8 for a graph of the rate of growth in just two years:

A Shanty of a Different
Color!

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The Eastern Pondmussel in Paradise Lake

In the summer of 2009, Eastern Pondmussel (Ligumia nasuta) shells were discovered in the Carp River. In the summer of 2010, Dr.
Troy Keller and a group of his students from the University of Michigan Biological Station returned to the area to search for evi-
dence of living Eastern Pondmussels in Paradise Lake. According to the Paradise Lake Association, during a snorkel survey done on
July 30™, they found living colonies at 17 locations, and Dr. Keller intended to report the find to the State of Michigan.'

The Eastern Pondmussel recently appeared on the State of Michigan list of endangered species.” How might its presence in Paradise
Lake affect options for treating Eurasian watermillfoil? In particular, might its presence make the herbicide option nonviable?

To begin answering this question, I did some Internet research. On October 17", 2010, I Googled “Eastern Pondmussel” and
“Eastern Pondmussel Michigan” and consulted the first 20 sites that resulted from each search, a total of 40 sites. Here is what the
sites had to say.

The Eastern Pondmussel is a medium- to large-size mussel, averaging seven centimeters long, with a thin, elliptical-shaped shell
colored dark brown or black. In the United States, its geographic range extends from the lower Great Lakes eastward through New
York to New England and southward to South Carolina. In Canada, there are a few populations in Ontario. In these areas, the Eastern
Pondmussel buries itself into sand and mud at the bottom of sheltered lakes and slow-moving streams. To reproduce, the male re-
leases its sperm into the water, the female siphons and filters the sperm and then, in late summer, uses the sperm to fertilize her eggs
in her gills, where the eggs develop into larvae. The following spring, the female releases the larvae, after which they attach them-
selves to a host, usually a fish, where they encyst and feed. When the larvae become juveniles, they release themselves from their
hosts and bury themselves in sediment, where they remain until they become sexually mature six to 12 years later. As adults, Euro-
pean Pondmussels filter-feed on bacteria, algae, and other particulate matter.’

Like many other species of freshwater mussels, the Eastern Pondmussel has suffered dramatic population declines in recent years. In
Canada, for example, it is believed to have shrunk to only 10% of its historical geographical range.* What is causing this decline?
What is making the species endangered?

Of the 40 Internet sites I consulted, 16 clearly identified known or likely causes of Eastern Pondmussel population decline.’ The
number one cause, identified on 10 sites, was the Zebra mussel, which attaches itself to the Eastern Pondmussel shell, as shown in a
photograph on the Paradise Lake Association site.® Other identified causes were habitat degradation and loss, identified on six sites;
lowered water levels, four sites; sedimentation, three sites; environmental pollution, three sites; copper sulfate, two sites; nutrient
enrichment, one site; lowered oxygen levels, one site; and herbicides and pesticides, one site. The site that identified herbicides and
pesticides did not specify which particular herbicides and pesticides these might be.

Some sites identified more than one cause, and some causes may well overlap. Three of the causes—environmental pollution, copper
sulfate, and herbicides and pesticides—potentially implicate herbicidal options for treating Eurasian watermillfoil. These causes are
only known or “likely,” however, and without any particular herbicide or pesticide being implicated, I decided to investigate further.
I Googled “Eastern Pondmussel Herbicides” and consulted the first 20 sites that resulted.

Of these 20 sites (one of which I had already consulted), three dealt with two separate cases where herbicides had been considered

for application to bodies of water containing Eastern Pondmussels. In one case, reported in 2009, a herbicide that included copper
sulfate was proposed to treat excessive algae growth in Oldham Pond, a shallow, 235-acre pond in Pembroke and Hanson, Massa-
chusetts. A survey of the Pond revealed the presence of Eastern Pondmussels, and, as a result, the treatment was put on hold, pending
identification of a suitable herbicide without copper sulfate.” This situation is not comparable to the situation in Paradise Lake, where
the problem is not excessive algae, but excessive Eurasian watermillfoil. Moreover, on October 18™ 2010, in an e-mail message to
me, Jennifer Jones of Lakeshore Environmental stated that copper sulfate is not needed to treat Eurasian watermillfoil, nor would she
recommend it for any such treatments on Paradise Lake.

In the second case, reported in 2006, the town of Halifax, Massachusetts contemplated using the herbicide Sonar, with the active
ingredient fluridone, to treat Eurasian watermillfoil in Monponsett Ponds, a shallow, 246-acre basin impeded by plant growth. A
survey revealed that Eastern Pondmussels were present in the Ponds. Following a protocol approved by the Massachusetts Natural
Heritage and Endangered Species Program, and working for Halifax, Baystate Environmental Consults, Inc. placed cages with East-
ern Pondmussels in two Ponds locations, one of which they treated with Sonar and one of which they left untreated. No mortality
occurred in the cages in the treated location, leading Baystate to conclude provisionally that Sonar had no impact on the Eastern
Pondmussels. At the time, Baystate contemplated follow-up studies.®

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Lake Bonaparte EWM Interview Summary
By Rick Schweller

| would like to start out by saying that we thought it odd that Enviroscience (based in Ohio) would come all the way up
North to make a presentation to the PLIB and present a successful test case from a small lake in upstate New York
when Enviroscience had treated so many lakes in Michigan. So | decided to do a follow-up interview with long time
Lake Bonaparte residents regarding the subject. To summarize :

We found that Enviroscience had not done any pre and post weed studies, so no comparisons were ever made as
to the effect weevils had on reducing EMW acreage.

e We found that Enviroscience was replaced by another vendor in 2009.

e They spent roughly $238,000 on weevils and still had a healthy population of EWM with no quantifiable data ever
collected as to how many acres of EWM they treated for their $238,000, nor how many acres were eliminated.

e We still do not understand why Enviroscience used a Lake in upstate NY as their case study when they had treated
so many lakes in Michigan, other than to the best of our knowledge, many, if not all of these lakes ended up using
aquatic herbicides at some point because the weevil
faction.

To recap, the data collected in this interview (see page 7) confirms our experience with using weevils in Paradise Lake.

Interview with an Original Board Member & local business man who has lived on the lake for 30 years

The use of chemicals was immediately ruled out. When | asked Bob Johnston (who sat on the original Board and lives on the lake and has two
rental cottages) why he said it takes forever to get a herbicide permit to treat lakes in the Anarondeck Region, did not need a permit to stock
weevils, was environmentally friendly so decided to go with weevils.

Bob confirmed that they never did a weed study so have no statistical data to assess the impact the weevils had on EWM acreage and their
overall success at reducing EWM surface acres in their lake.

When | said we had been treating our lake for 11 years and now have over 40 % of total surface acres topping out with EWM, Bob commented
that Enviorscience confirmed they already had a healthy population of native weevils, weevils do not always work for various reasons so may
need to consider alternative treatment methods.

Bob encourages us to define what success would look like to us because weevils don't necessarily eliminate EWM beds but appear to damange
the plant to the extent it does not top out.

Greg Richer (who owns the local butcher shop and has lived on the lake for 30 years) said the EWM did not top out on the surface this year as it
has in the past but still had beds topping out on the surface in places to the extent he had to motor his pontoon boat around these beds to keep
from getting stuck.

Greg said the weevils have made a difference by keeping several beds from topping out, but some beds are as bad or worse as they have ever
been and, from what he sees, does not appear to have eliminated any significant weedbeds..

Enviroscience was replace by another vendor in 2009
Conclusions
Lake Bonaparte has invested ~ $250,000 on weevils since 2002 and still have a major EWM problem.

No pre and post weed studies were taken so no emperical data is available to accurately assess the extent of EWM surface acres that have been
eliminated.

No emperical data exists to dimmensionalize how many surface acres of EWM were treated with the 200,000 weevils stocked so are unable to
extrapolate what the same level of stocking in Paradise Lake would be needed in order to stock our lake at similar stocking densities.

No emperical data exists to determine total surface acres of EWM that was eliminated for their $238,000 investment.

Other Observations
The only success story Enviroscience could bring to the October presentation was a lake they had treated in NY that they have not been actively
involved with since 2009.

Enviroscience was unable to come up with one success story in the State of Michigan which | find troubling.

Enviroscience does not do pre and post weed studies to assess total EWM surface acres eliminated. From the interveiw, my take is weevils do
not necessarily eliminate EWM but at best, keep it from topping out on the surface so doing pre and post weed studies appears to be of little
value.

Recommendations
We need to find other successes, if there are any that can quantify pre and post treatment success with scientific valid emperical data.
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The PLIB sent out Request for Proposals (RFP’s) to interested vendors to assess the Savin weed study and
come back with a recommendation for treatment and cost structure.

The Vendors under consideration fall into three categories.

1. Professional Engineer Companies
2. Treatment Companies
3. Educational Companies (Universities)

Professional Engineer Companies

Most all LIB’s employ this type of company. They have no bias towards any one treatment and can objectively
monitor/supervise the application and progress of the applicator company (either weevil or herbicide). More-
over, they have expertise in assisting the PLIB in setting up the legally required SAD and can handle most, if
not all of the legal requirements of the PLIB which up to this juncture, the PLIB has struggled from time to
time as they are new to this process and as a result, overall progress has been slowed.

This arrangement provides for the PLIB to hold the consultant accountable for the recommended treatment and
provides for the consultant to hold accountable the treatment vendor so we, the taxpayer, only pay once, for a
successful treatment. The FoPL believes this arrangement is best for all affected individuals and in particular,
those of us who will fund the actual clean-up.

Vendors who fall into this category that have expressed interest include Lakeshore Environmental, Progressive
AE and S&R Environmental Consulting.

Treatment Companies

Most treatment companies do not have a Professional Engineer (PE) on staff so will have to subcontract this
work. This creates a potential conflict of interest where the PE hired by the treatment vendor is the very per-
son who recommends the specific course of treatment. We deserve more than that.

It is our opinion that treatment companies solicit their bids only after a PE company has been hired and the
plan they present has been accepted by the PLIB. Vendors who fall into this category include Savin, Enviro-

sciences and PLM Lake and Management Corp.

We have found that many of these Universities are biased towards biological treatments and is why the PLA
continues to push these vendors. However, most do not have the means to provide accurate metrics and meas-
urements of success. A Google search could not find any details as to the services they offer in this field. This
is understandable given this is not their primary focus as they are educators first and foremost.

A private company whose lifeblood and continued success impinges on their ability to demonstrate solid re-
sults provides motivation to ensure success criteria are met whereas the opposite is true of a University. Ven-
dor who fall into this Category include Central Michigan University and Lake Superior State University
(which the PLA has used on multiple occasions).

Again, we deserve more than that.

In any event, the meeting to finalize the RFP went fairly smoothly. The attorney just hired by the PLIB came
back with suggested changes to the RFP. Three of the four recommended changes made sense but one caught
us by surprise. The last suggestion contained wording suggesting that herbicides as a treatment method should
only be considered as a last resort along with a list of other qualifying options that appeared to us to do nothing
more than tie the hands of the PLIB from ever considering herbicides. As a side note, this attorney was
quickly suggested by sitting PLIB member Cathy Freebairn (recent PLA Director and still an active supporter)
after snickers and cries of “conflict” “conflict” were heard from the audience when Savin recommended our
attorney, Cliff Bloom for the job.

To the PLIB’s credit, Jim Tamlyn and Arden Bawkey took front stage and by their visible leadership, vehe-
mently voiced their opinions that it was not appropriate to limit the treatment methods at this point in the proc-
ess when Marilyn Smith (president of the PLA) asked “Why Not”.

We applaud them for their sense of fairness and remaining objective as the process unfolds and it was abso-
lutely the right thing for them to do and in our mind was the single most important highlight coming out of this
meeting.

Late Additiond 1/19/2011 Meeting Recap

Tonight’s meeting only lasted a little over a half hour! The purpose of tonight's meeting was to go through the
proposals. Interestingly enough, there were only three submitted —

o Lakeshore Environmental

e Progressive A&E

e Savin/EnviroScience

We have pause for concern over the Savin/Enviroscience combination proposal. We see this as a potential
conflict of interest and will require a more in depth understanding on how these separate companies will work
jointly without pushing a treatment decision as the weevil business (if selected) would go to Enviroscience and
herbicide treatment would go to Savin.

None of the colleges submitted a proposal which we view as a good thing. There were quite a few letters—one
from a college in Ohio—strongly suggesting that we only use biological means. How could a small college in
Ohio get wind of our problem at this early stage of the process? Hmm--The Biological-only campaign contin-

ues and appears to be in full swing.

I talked to several people on the ice that normally fish
Bert and Mullet but since things were slow in the
inland waterway moved to Paradise Lake and were
having good success. However, a few spear fisher-
men did complain that the weeds were too thick for
them to work a decoy. One person told me he cleaned
his hole by raking the bottom with a rotor tiller blade
tied to a rope—can’t get much thicker than that. Al-
though this letter will go out after the ice tournament
is over, I’m predicting lots of fish will be caught.

I know many of you are frustrated over why we just
can’t get along and fix the lake. Believe me when I
say there is no pleasure in riding 8 hours one way to
make a meeting, writing emails, talking on the phone
late at night on a work day and participating in the
process that at times, are tenable, at best.

However, whether we like it or not, there still exists a
well organized group of people that would rather see
our lake die than consider using herbicides in our lake.
Make no mistake, this small group of people continues
to try and steer the PLIB towards a biological only
solution and should not be taken lightly. I urge you to
reach out and confront these people each and every
step of the way when these people try and evoke their
ideology on the rest of us that has a vested interest in
the community.

We are now entering the critical phase where a treat-

ment solution will be decided and whose impact will
be felt for years to come. That said, your voices must
be heard if the right decisions are to be made, other-
wise, this small minority of environmental purists will
prevail.

1 see two critical points that I consider paramount to
ensuring success during the vendor selection process
and should be considered when writing your letter:

e Vendor selection should be based on demon-
strated performance in successfully treating
lakes with the magnitude of the problem we
have. We need cold, hard science, not touchy/
feely sound bites similar to what Enviroscience
presented to the PLIB on how they treat and
track progress.

e The vendor selected should have as part of
their staff a licensed Professional Engineer
(PE) who do nothing else for a living but this.

[ urge you to stay involved and come to as many meet-
ings as you can or the minority voices in the commu-
nity will be the majority heard in these meetings.

Scientific studies of the effects of chemicals on freshwater mussels are ongoing. For example, in response to
my request, on October 20", 2010, Dr. Ning Wang, a research fish biologist with the Columbia Environmental
Research Centre of the United States geological Survey in Columbia, Missouri, sent me copies of four scien-
tific papers evaluating the sensitivity of freshwater mussels to contaminants containing ammonia, cadmium,
chlorine, copper, lead, and zinc.” All of these studies merit scrutiny, but, so far in my investigations, I have
found no evidence that the presence of Eastern Pondmussels in Paradise Lake should make the herbicide op-
tion for treating Eurasian watermillfoil a nonstarter.
