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Paradise Lake Lake Improvement Board Update

On June 16, 2010 the Carp Lake Township
Board passed a resolution to form the Paradise
Lake Lake Improvement Board (PLLIB) to
address and solve the Eurasian Watermilfoil
(EWM) that has plagued our lake for several
years. The board is made up of Jim Tamlyn
(Emmet Co. Commissioner), Arden Bawkey
(Emmet Co. Drain Commissioner), Paul Teike
(Carp Lake Township Supervisor), Cathy
Freebairn (Carp Lake Township Treasurer)
and Elaine Bostwick (riparian).

The PLLIB has hired Savin Lake Services to
conduct a weed study in early September with
the full report available by November 1. On
their first day out, Savin covered 225 acres
with over 200 acres of that identified as hav-
ing EWM. Savin’s first day on the lake iden-

tified 20 more acres than the Tip of the Mitt’s
2009 ENTIRE lake study. The Carp Lake
Township Board approved funding this weed
study since the PLLIB has no monies until the
Special Assessment District (SAD) is estab-
lished and funds are made available through
this process. Please pass on your apprecia-
tion to the Carp Lake Township Trustees for
being proactive in helping the PLLIB fund
the initial work needed to complete this
studpy.

Once the weed study is complete, bids will be
solicited to select a consultant who will assess
the problem and come back with a recommen-
dation for a treatment plan and associated
costs. Once a plan is approved by the board,

an SAD will be established to fund treatment of our lake. It is
still unclear how the SAD will be set up, meaning, it is still unde-
cided who the PLLIB will tax to fund fixing the lake.

Options include:

1. Riparians only
2. Riparians and back lot owners
3. All residents in Carp Lake Township

The farther the tax base extends beyond lake front property own-
ers, the smaller the amount of taxes will be assessed on each tax-
able parcel. The PLLIB will make this determination once the
total cost to fix the lake is known. It will be interesting to see
how they choose to set the tax base for the SAD. A public hear-
ing will be held when the PLLIB makes this decision, and the
public will be able to provide feedback to the PLLIB at that hear-
ing. Moreover, the PLLIB is working as diligently as they can,
with financial assistance from the Carp Lake Township Board, so
treatment may begin as early as spring/early summer 2011.

However, on the executional side, the PLLIB got off to a shaky
start. Before the PLLIB was even formed, Jim Tamlyn stated,
publically, in three separate Carp Lake Township meetings that
he will not support the use of herbicides as long as he sits on this
board. Many of us in the community were looking to this newly
formed PLLIB to be objective. We had the expectation that they
would make the best decision for the community without further
involvement from either the FoPL or PLA, thereby setting the
framework for the community to come back together as they
were before this weed inflicted itself upon our lake. Instead, Mr.
Tamlyn’s outbursts had the opposite affect resulting in many
groups, including the FoPL, asking Mr. Tamlyn to step down due
to being prejudiced and therefore, unable to remain objective to
assess all the data to make the right decision for the lake and the
community.

The issue was further elevated at the August 25 meeting, when
Mr. Tamlyn stated he was not going to step down and that he had
contacted the Sheriff’s office and anyone who did not do exactly
what he instructed at the meeting would promptly be escorted
from the meeting by sheriff’s deputies. It’s sad to see a public
official use fear and intimidation tactics to further his own per-
sonal beliefs and inflict those beliefs on the entire community and
whose behavior continues to create havoc and furthers the divi-
sion in our community. A short time later, we received a copy of
an anonymous letter that apparently was sent to the PLLIB stat-
ing their utter distaste for Mr. Tamlyn’s unprofessional and
threatening outburst. The author of the letter went on to state that
although they normally vote the party line and had supported Mr.
Tamlyn for many years, they will not vote for Mr. Tamlyn in the
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November election. They further went on to say that, out of fear
for personal repercussion by Mr. Tamlyn, they were afraid to sign
the letter. Moreover, in the July PLLIB meeting, the PLA ten-
dered an offer to provide administrative support services and
would, in essence, perform many of the duties and functions that
are done by the PLLIB. Given the opinion that the majority of
the PLLIB board is very pro-PLA, we believe that the Lake
Board would become nothing more than a simple rubber-stamp
extension of the PLA and will continue to drive their biological
agenda.

We know many of you had hoped that the creation of the statu-
tory LIB (which was initiated and would not be in existence to-
day without the FoPL) would help break the stranglehold of the
pro-weevil proponents (which we believe is a small fraction of
the population in Carp Lake but are in highly visible positions)
and would constitute a fresh, objective undertaking to resolve the
EWM problem. We see this recent visible display of outrage by
the community as confirmation that they too are seeing for them-
selves (first hand) that this new LIB is dominated by members
who are adamantly opposed to any herbicide weed treatments,
but their tax dollars (pursuant to forming a SAD) could actually
be used to fund that minority agenda when we have proven re-
peatedly that the Paradise Lake weevil program, led by the PLA
for more than 12 years, has been an utter failure.

In order to have any credibility within the Carp Lake community,
the PLLIB must retain one or more neutral, objective, highly
qualified consultants or experts. Further, any such expert should
be open to a variety of treatment methods for resolving the EWM
problem, including herbicide treatment.

You might be asking, but what can I do, I don’t sit on this board.
Your active participation in these initial meetings and voicing
your concerns has already had a positive impact on this board. In
the September 23 PLLIB meeting, the board suggested the PLA
and FoPL select two representatives from each group along with
Michael Byers, who has an in-depth knowledge how LIB’s func-
tion, to assist the PLLIB with these administrative efforts. This
group’s initial task is to place ads in newspapers/magazines in-
forming companies that the PLLIB will be soliciting bids to treat
the lake and will handle the administrative task of actually solicit-
ing bids. This is the kind of leadership from the PLLIB we had
hoped for and are encouraged by this effort to bring all parties
together, working in concert, to eliminate the EWM from our
lake.

We urge you to make a concerted effort to attend these meetings
and voice your concerns if you have not already done so. After
all, we all have to stand for something or we end up not standing
for anything at all.

We fully intended to hold a Bass Fishing Tournament at the end of August but cancelled because the EWM was so bad by August
that it could cause problems. Difficulty navigating the lake, and the risk of clogging impellers and props as has become common-
place this summer. As disappointing as the cancellation was, we believe that the experience by contestants would not have repre-
sented our lake well. Hope springs eternal that 2011 will be the year we are EWM-free, and we can go forward with this new
event.

Other items of interest: Friends of Paradise Lake set up a hot-dog roast following the 4™ of July parade. The parade and hot-dog
roast were a big success, and Friends would like to thank the Paradise Lake Association for sponsoring the parade.

We’ve also started receiving cash and food donations for our 2010 Needy Basket Program, sponsored by Paradise Lake Marina and
John Beeson. Although this program is off to its best start ever, this is a year that it will surely be needed. Please contact the Marina
if you would be willing to make a donation of food, goods or cash for this purpose.

A quick update on the newly formed Lake Improvement Board (LIB): Savin Lake Services (http://www.lakeandpond.com) has been
contracted to perform another weed study. As this newsletter goes to print, the final report has not been received, but on their first
day on the lake Savin mapped 225 acres, finding over 200 confirmed as containing EWM. They also reported several acres of new
EWM growth only 6-12 inches high not readily visible from above the water, increasing concern that our problem may be even
worse than we had anticipated. This number, in contrast to recent claims of positive weevil impact, demonstrate why it is so critical
that experts take over management and oversight for this EWM problem. Moreover, we have added a tab on our web site, http://
www.friendsofparadiselake.com, that will capture meeting notes after each PLLIB (Paradise Lake Lake Improvement Board) meet-
ing for those folks that cannot physically make it to the meetings.

As an organization and as individuals, we must stay actively involved in the LIB meetings. Although establishing the LIB was the
right first-step, continued public oversight and feedback are crucial to guarantee that the individuals appointed to this board are truly
acting on behalf of the community and the lake, rather than personal agendas. We continue to urge our membership, as individuals,
to attend and monitor the LIB meetings when possible, and voice your opinions. An educated, involved community is truly needed
now more than ever.

FoPL FISHING REPORT

The September weather has not been great for fishing, and the water levels are higher than normal for this
time of year. North winds then south winds with gusts to 50 miles an hour and, of course, rain. As of Sep-
tember 18 the water temperature was 59 degrees. When you can go out in a boat, the fish are biting mostly
on cloud covered days or about 2 hours before sunset. The pike strikes are increasing with the water cool-
ing and are hitting on Thunder sticks. Bass and bluegills are still biting on crawler harnesses and beetle
spins. Most of my fish were caught at the drop off to deeper water, primarily in 8 to 9 foot depths.

Perch update: With a good supply of Lake Erie walleye in the freezer, the perch search is on right now. I \_ J
can confirm that Maple Bay was not producing yet. I used a 16th oz. jig tipped with a minnow and also a

flat-headed jig tipped with minnow or worm bit. Seeing/feeling the fish on the line was tough due to the big wave action, but after a
while you got used to what to look for. I caught a lot of smaller fish, so next year’s supply looks to be in good shape. I also had
a couple larger fish take the bait which usually resulted in a broken line, but I did land 2 nice smallmouth bass. What a blast to do
on a perch rig!

With cooler fall days ahead, the fishing will only get better. Get outdoors and make those last casts before we get the ice augers and
tip-ups out.
